Chicago’s Chemistry Day was held at the Loyola University Lakeside campus and attracted over 1200 students, adults and volunteers. Wide distribution of the flyer in both English and Spanish contributed to this good attendance.  The activities consisted of speakers focusing on the “Health and Wellness” theme, demonstrators located throughout the building, hands-on projects including pH is pHun and paper chromatography, poster and poetry contests as well as many science-related exhibits.  The School of Nursing at Loyola provided teams of nursing students who talked with visitors about healthy living, measured blood pressures, and determined body mass indices for them.  Their space was very crowded all day.  A glassblowing demonstration was also very popular.  Several Boy Scouts and Cub Scouts started their work on activity badges during the event.  The day ended with a grand finale “Is It Chemistry or Is It Magic?”  Among the volunteers were many students from area colleges and universities.  In addition to these activities, a high school chemistry teachers workshop was also held in the building, culminating with a Chemical Halloween Show.

Chisholm at the October Section meeting.  3) The Julius Stieglitz Award, presented jointly by the University of Chicago Department of Chemistry and the Chicago Section, was presented to Dr. Eloy Rodriguez at the November Section meeting.  4) The Distinguished Service Award for outstanding service to the Chicago Section was presented to Lawrence Berman at the April Section meeting.  And finally, 5) students from six regional high schools were presented scholarship awards totaling $14,350, based on their results in the annual high school scholarship exam held on May 8, 2004. The Chicago Section provides a variety of venues for communication to and from our membership.  Our monthly newsletter, The Chemical Bulletin, is the official newsletter of the Chicago Section, and publishes news and information of interest to the Section's 5,100 members.  With each issue, the editorial staff is mindful of its commitment to ACS, the Chicago Section's mission, and the goal of communicating to our members chemistry-related news occurring within the Chicagoland area and from ACS National.  We published ten issues of the The Chemical Bulletin in 2004.  The issues contained 12 pages/issue with an average of 25 articles/issue, 2 photos/issue, and 8 ads/issue.  Thirty-five Chicago Section members contributed articles to The Chemical Bulletin.  Regular items include the monthly dinner meeting information, ChemShorts for Kids, ALMA e-News, Contact the Chair, Job Club, free t-shirt information, Notice to Illinois Teachers, Ad Index, and Calendar.  Numerous special articles and new features were added this year.   The Chicago Section website includes several hundred pages with more added weekly.  Each monthly meeting has a page of details, speaker abstract and biography, a menu and map.  There are a number of interactive pages from which visitors can register to attend a meeting, update e-mail addresses, contact our Chair, etc.  There is a full schedule of meetings, a page with late-breaking news, and pages for the WCC and YCC to communicate their activities to the members.  Our annual reports, reports from national meetings, archives of past events, Bylaws, and Policy Declarations are available on line, as well as photos from Section events and a running series of experiments for young chemists-to-be.  The website is not only the first line of communications of current events but a reference resource for Section members.  Finally, Member Communications includes a survey form passed out at each Section meeting to provide attending members with a mechanism to provide the Board with feedback on what works and what we could improve upon at our monthly meetings.

International Powder and Bulk Solids Conference/Exhibition   

The organizers of the International Powder and Bulk Solids Conference/Exhibition held at the Donald E. Stephens Convention Center, Rosemont, Illinois, May 3-6, 2004, invited the Chicago Section to have a free booth at the exhibition.  The Board of the Section considered this as an outreach activity that would bring the ACS and Chicago Section to the attention of a different audience.  

The booth was set up with a tri-fold poster board listing the Technical Divisions and Journal Publications of the National ACS, along with the activities of the Chicago Section.  We also had copies of some of the publications, The Chemical Bulletin, Chemical and Engineering News, and other brochures.  A laptop computer/projector gave a continuous showing of pictures of various Chicago Section activities.  A large blue and gold ACS banner formed the backdrop. 

Many visitors to the exhibition stopped to look over the materials presented, mentioned that they were members of other sections, or declared their surprise that the ACS could be of interest to them.

Project SEED

The Chicago Section’s Project SEED summer program successfully hosted two SEED I students at North Central College under the mentoring of Dr. Jeff Bjorklund.  The research project investigated the Maillard reaction, which is the reaction responsible for the non-enzymatic formation of flavor compounds and the browning reactions in cooking processes.

North Central College received 50% funding from the Chicago Section and the remaining funding from the National ACS Project SEED program.

The Chicago Section Project SEED committee hosted a table at the Chicago Section's Chemistry Day with a display of photos and descriptions from our 2002-2004 summer research programs.  We also had a variety of Project SEED brochures and other information available for students and teachers.

Supports Core Strategies 3, 5 and 6.

High School Education

The High School Education Committee sponsored a teacher activity at the Local Section NCW event at Loyola University on Oct. 23, 2004.  The workshop included microscale experiments (electrolysis, Charles Law, kinetics and reaction rates) and a Halloween Demonstration Show.  Teachers learned how to set up practical low cost labs and fun Halloween demonstrations.  A booklet with lab procedures and all Halloween demonstrations was given to each teacher.  Teachers were also notified about the USNCO Exam, Scholarship Exam, and Local ACS affiliate membership opportunities.  All participating teachers earned 3.0 CPDUs.

Students from the Chicagoland area took the Local United States Olympiad exam on March 20, 2004 and the National Exam on April 17, 2004.  Two Chicago-area students ranked amongst the top twenty students nationwide.  Both students attended the study camp in Colorado during the summer.  We also had two additional students rank in the top 50.

Hospitality

The Hospitality Committee, in partnership with the Chicago Chemists Club and Iota Sigma Pi, hosted a holiday party in December, with door prizes for all and featuring a speaker of general interest.  This year’s speaker was Dr. Shelia Bailey, Senior Physicist, NASA Glenn Research Center.  Our speaker added a bit of excitement to this meeting by having an allergic reaction to the food and spending the meeting in the hospital.  The Section Chair showed her slides on “Missions to Mars – Past, Present, and Future” and ad-libbed her talk, making the most of a difficult situation.  As has become a tradition at the Chicago Section, Section members brought non-perishable food to our holiday party to donate to needy families in our community.  Over 450 pounds of food and a check for funds were donated to the Loaves and Fishes Food Pantry in Naperville, Illinois.   T-shirts, with the word “Chicago” spelled out using the periodic table of elements were made by our Hospitality Committee and presented to our speakers and winners of drawings at each of our monthly meetings.

Membership Affairs

Minority Affairs

This year the Minority Affairs Committee provided judges for local Science Fair programs, attended a Career Fair and other activities at a local predominantly minority high school, and presented a PowerPoint presentation on some of the many careers available in chemistry and the programs available to them from the ACS.  These programs highlighted to possible future chemists that the ACS welcomes and values a diverse population and encourages the students to consider a career in chemistry.  The Minority Affairs Committee also delivered an ACS presentation to the CICI Discovery Program at the University of Illinois in Chicago.  A PowerPoint presentation to high school students interested in science exposed them to the scientific method and encouraged them to do a science fair project.  After the presentation, two interactive experiments were done with the students.  The Minority Affairs Committee made a donation to the ACS Scholar Program in December.  There is an ACS scholar attending the University of Illinois-Chicago with a Section member as his mentor.

Professional Relations

To increase awareness of Section activities, the Minutemen program was re-activated during 2004.  Minutemen are volunteers at the various workplaces in the Section.  Minutemen’s responsibilities include publicizing Local Section events by posting notices, circulating e-mail communications, and the like.  Over a dozen new Minutemen were recruited during 2004 at academic and industrial sites, and they are now helping publicize monthly Section meetings and other major activities.

RESULT:  Ten Local Sections participated, the ACS grant was received, the booth was established, and 7,700 guests passed through the booth.  GOAL ACHIEVED.

2.  Form a Speakers' Bureau that community and school organizations can use as a resource when they would like someone to speak on a chemistry-related topic at their meetings.  RESULT:  Some initial steps were taken to create a Speaker's Bureau, but it hasn't yet gotten off the ground.  GOAL NOT ACHIEVED.

3.  The newly-formed Women Chemists Committee will create a series of posters or pamphlets that will be made available to Local Section-sponsored functions.  RESULT:  In 2004 nine articles were written featuring women who have had successful careers in chemistry and made important contributions to our profession.  These articles appeared in our newsletter, on our web page, and on posters at our monthly meetings.  GOAL ACHIEVED.

b) 2004 Chair’s Goals and Assessment:

1.
Increase attendance to monthly meetings by 5%.

RESULT:  The average meeting attendance in 2003 was 80 people.  In 2004 it was 85 people, for an increase of 6%.  GOAL ACHIEVED.

Increase participation of members in Section committees by 5%.

RESULT:  Each committee had a committee chair in 2004, and the total membership participation in the Chicago Section committees was 105 members and associates in 2004 as compared to 96 members and associates in 2003, for an increase of 9%.  GOAL ACHIEVED.

Promote participation by our younger chemists by asking our YCC  

            (Younger Chemist Committee) to assume responsibility for one of our

RESULT:  There was a change in leadership in our YCC in 2004, and the group was much less active than in the previous year.  The group had discussions with the House and Program committees on program topics and venues, but did not administer a meeting.  They are hosting a joint meeting with our regular Program Committee in February, 2005.  GOAL NOT ACHIEVED.

RESULT:  In July we presented a dinner-theater outing to see "Fiddler on the Roof" at the Drury Lane theater near Chicago.  Most board members and a number of other Section members attended this entertaing social evening.  GOAL ACHIEVED.

This task shall be quantified by maintaining a list of high-potential human resources and a plan to enable these resources to become active in Section activities.

c. Develop an Inclusion Plan to better involve under-represented groups such as African-Americans, Hispanic, younger chemists, and Woman chemical professionals to service in the Section.

b)  2005 Chair’s Goals:

1. Provide Section leadership necessary to implement at least 75% of the 2005 Section goals.  

2. Attend ACS Leadership meeting in January.

3. Sponsor a team-building event among the board members.
4. Preside over at least 90% of the Monthly Board and General Meetings during 2005.
5. Attend both national ACS meetings in 2005.
