During 2004, members of the newly formed Women Chemists Committee wrote a total of nine articles featuring women in chemistry and their contributions to society for the Chicago Section’s Chemical Bulletin newsletter and the Section web site (http://membership.acs.org/c/chicago/WCC/wcc.html).  The newsletter is sent free of charge to all Section members.  Posters of the columns were presented at monthly Section dinner meetings, which have an average attendance of 85.  The women featured held a wide variety of positions, from Alice Hamilton, a well-known physician and industrial toxicologist in the first half of the twentieth century, to Madeleine Jacobs, current executive director of the ACS, to Kathleen Carrado, a chemist at Argonne National Laboratory.  Some are well known, others only within their own work environment.  Response to the columns has been very positive and has generated discussions at the dinner meetings and inquiries via e-mail.  Some  readers have volunteered to join the WCC and to write columns for the newsletter.  As a result of this response, we are continuing the activity in 2005.
